· Assign tactical frequency

· Assign Site Security Group (PD)

· Assign Rescue GS, SO

· Determine

· Victims location and condition

· Access from above or below?

· Special equip. or add. resources?

EXTENDED OPERATIONS

· Level 2 staging.

· Extended org. structure (Grps/Div/SO)

· Command staff vest system.

· Communications / Medical plan.

· Lighting plan.

· Rehabilitation area.

· Food Unit (Salvation Army)

· Provide for media.
PROGRESS REPORTS

· “Victim(s) located”

· “Patient(s) extricated complete”

· “All patients transported”
	
DEMOBILIZATION

· Demobilize based on assignment and arrival.

· Secure scene (tape off hazard areas)

· Transfer responsibility to investigative authority or owner

SAFETY

· Safety officer / Accountability system required

· Buddy check prior to harness use

· Use only bomb proof anchors and redundant systems (Reach and Treat (RAT) may be on single line with self belay)

· All personnel within 5' of edge must hook into edge line

· Appropriate PPE

· Adequate drinking water for weather conditions

WHISTLE SIGNALS

· 1 blast = stop rope movement

· 2 blasts = Up rope / raise system

· 3 blasts = Down rope / lower system

VOICE SIGNALS

· “On belay” = rescuer attached to life line

· “Off belay = rescuer no longer attached to life line

· “Freeze” = stop all activities

· “Up rope” = raise rope

· “Down rope” = lower rope
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
