INITIAL OPERATIONS

· Give size-up

· Establish and name command

· Identify tactical channel

· Level 1 stage units (upwind/uphill min. 500')

· Control scene:
 


· Use NAERG (Orange Book) for initial isolation and evacuation distances

· Establish security line (PD)

· ID &  tape off hot zones
· ID decon corridor with traffic cones
· Identify command post location (in cold zone) 
· Assign Safety Officer

· Assign Cold Zone “Recon” teams to ID or confirm ID of product

· Announce plan/ make assignments- Consider:

· NAERG Protective Action Guidelines

· Likely harm without intervention.

· Immediate decon of responders/victims.

· Evacuation / Sheltering in Place (PD, EAS, EPN).

· Ventilation of hazardous atmospheres
· Mitigating runoff contamination.

· Ops. mode (Off.-confine/Def.-contain)

· Notifications:

· Regional HM Team (DC 911)
· Hospital(s) (direct) with product ID

· DC Public Health (via DC911) with product ID

· OERS 1-800-452-0311 for RQ’s
· Poison Ctrl @ 1-800-222-1222  for decon information

· DEQ @ 1-541-388-6146 for decon & clean up information
WITHDRAWAL PROCEDURES:

· Notify personnel of new distances on all dispatch / tach channels & the PA.

· Notify mutual aid & PD personnel.

· Do a PAR with confirmation personnel have withdrawn to new zone lines. 
· Mark the new control lines.
	PROGRESS REPORTS

· “Zones established”

· “Product(s) identified”

· “Product(s) Confined / Contained”

· “Decon complete”

EXTENDED OPERATIONS

· Level 2 staging.

· Extended org. structure (Grps/Div/SO)

· Command staff vest system.

· Communications / Medical plan.

· Air supply plan.

· Lighting plan.

· Rehabilitation area.

· Food Unit (Salvation Army)

· Displaced citizens (Chaplain/Red Cross).

· Provide for media.

DEMOBILIZATION

· Demobilize based on assignment and arrival.

· Contact DEQ for decon & cleanup

· Obtain billing info. from responsible party.

· File a an OSFMO Haz-Mat Report if:

· Threatened or actual injury to a human, animal, environment or property  loss

· Any releases in excess of the EPA RQ

· The following do not require a report:

· Motor fuels < 42 gal. (unless enters waterway)
· Sewage overflows.

· If hazmat involved as exposure, but quantities do not cause or contribute to incident.

· Debrief personnel chemical or medical info.

· Secure scene.

· Decon equip. and returned to working order.

SAFETY

· If BLEVE potential or explosives involved - evacuate.  Use un-staffed monitors only if life safety requires

· LEL is >10% or O2>25% - deny entry or evacuate and ventilate

· Insure PPE compatible and adequate

· Safety Officer / Accountability System required

· Set up decon prior to entry
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
