Ice Rescue Checklist
	RESPONDING

· Request resources:

· Bend Heavy Rescue

· RPD, OSP, DCSO (Scene security)

· SAR (rescue, scene security)

INITIAL OPERATIONS

· Size-up

· Establish command and identify CP location

· Assign tactical frequency

· Require PFD within 10’ of water’s edge

· Assign Security Group (PD) to isolate site.

· Establish work zone(s)

· Have rescue team suiting up in ice suits

· Assign Rescue GS, SO, SAM

· Interview witnesses

· Determine exactly where accident occurred

· Mark spots with cones, tape, etc.

· REACH / THROW / GO to retrieve patient


· (Going to patients limited to calm water.  Swift water rescue shall be assigned to BFD or DCSAR Rescue teams)

· Have medic on standby to receive patients

· Develop victim-survival profile (rescue vs. recovery).

EXTENDED OPERATIONS

· Level 2 staging.

· Extended org. structure (Grps/Div/SO)

· Command staff vest system.

· Communications / Medical plan.

· Air supply plan.

· Lighting plan.

· Rehabilitation area.

· Food Unit (Salvation Army)

· Displaced citizens (Chaplain/Red Cross).

· Provide for media.
	PROGRESS REPORTS

· “Victims located”

· “All patients extricated”

· “All patients transported

DEMOBILIZATION

· Demobilize based on assignment and arrival.

· Secure scene (tape off hazard areas)

· Transfer responsibility to investigative authority or owner

SAFETY

· Personal Flotation Devices (PFD’s) required within 10' of water’s edge and in all water craft

· Entry into water should only be attempted by personnel trained in and with ice rescue suits.
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
