Trench Rescue Checklist
	RESPONDING

· Request resources:

· Redmond PW (Monitoring, tripod, lighting)

· Bend Rescue (SABA, rope rescue, tripod)

· US West (Forced air supply system)

· RPD, OSP, DCSO (Scene security)

· Haz-Mat 7 (air monitoring, product ID, patient decon)

· SAR (rope rescue, scene security)

· Excavation Contractor

INITIAL OPERATIONS

· Size-up

· Establish command and identify CP location

· Assign tactical frequency

· Position / stage responding apparatus

· Contact bldg. rep. or witnesses ASAP.

· Consider type of collapse

· Lip cave-in

· Wall slough (belly in)

· Sidewall shear

· Spoil pile slide

· Identify:

· Number of victims

· Hazards: (Water, Electrical, Sewer, hydrogen sulfide, LPG, Chemicals, other)

· Isolate site (PD)


· Assign -Rescue GS, SO (required), RIC

· Create work zones (hot/warm/cold)

· Identify & eliminate local activities (heavy equipment, trains, highway traffic)

· Develop victim-survival profile (rescue vs. recovery).

SITE PREPARATION PLAN

· Establish work zones

· Place 4' x 8' x 3/4" plywood all around trench

· Level the spoil side with shovels, pile at least 4' away from trench

· Place ladders in ends of trench

· Ventilate trench with fans

· Monitor air (deny entry if LEL is >10% or O2>25%

· Lock out tag out hazards
	RESCUE PLAN

· Select type of rescue (tunnel, debris removal, etc.)

· Shore collapse zone with suspect location of victim in center

· Entry team (with belay lines) enters trench and removes dirt with 5 gal. buckets hauled by rope

· Develop back-up plan

EXTENDED OPERATIONS

· Level 2 staging.

· Extended org. structure (Grps/Div/SO)

· Command staff vest system.

· Communications / Medical plan.

· Air supply plan.

· Lighting plan.

· Rehabilitation area.

· Food Unit (Salvation Army)

· Displaced citizens (Chaplain/Red Cross).

· Provide for media.

PROGRESS REPORTS

· “Victim reached”

· “Patient(s) extricated complete”

· “All patients transported”

DEMOBILIZATION

· Demobilize based on assignment and arrival.

· Secure scene (tape off hazard areas)

· Transfer responsibility to investigative authority or owner

SAFETY

· Safety Officer / Accountability system required

· No entry into un-shored trenched > 4' deep

· Deny entry if LEL is >10% or O2 >25%

· Lockout / tag out hazards

· Lifelines with belay handlers for trench rescuers

· Spoil at least 2' from lip

· RIC available

· Cycle teams (15 min. work / 45 min. rest)
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
