· Consider air operations (SEAT / Heavy Tanker)

EXTENDED OPERATIONS

· Level 2 staging.

· Extended org. structure (Div./Grps, SO)

· Command staff vest system.

· Communications plan.

· Water supply plan (or assign to group).

· Rehabilitation area

· Food Unit (Contact Salvation Army)

· Displaced civilians (Chaplain / Red Cross)



	PROGRESS REPORTS:

· “Fire Contained”

· “Fire Under Control”

· “Mop up complete”

DEMOBILIZATION

· Demobilize personnel based on assignment and arrival.

· Initiate investigation and secure scene prior to termination of incident.

SAFETY

· Remind company officers & crew leaders to:

· keep lookouts positioned

· remain in communications with supervisors

· have escape routes planned

· have a safety zone that can be reached at all times

· Full PPE and shelters/canteens worn > 100' from vehicles

· Notify all crews of changes in weather

· Withdraw crews to safety zones if winds become extreme (institute PAR)

· Monitor for heat stress
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
