The AIC Captain Candidate will demonstrate competence as an IC at a Hazardous Materials incident requiring multiple engine companies, medics and a hazardous materials team..  The candidate will be evaluated on the following performance dimensions.

Upon completion of the simulation the AIC Captain will perform an after action review with the simulation participants.

Roles
Simulation Commander (SIMCOM) – functions as resource for all simulation participants.  Observes progression of simulation and determines availability of resources and situation status.  Fills roles of responsible parties, public, media, utilities, law enforcement and all other auxiliary participants.
Dispatcher – Functions as county dispatch.  Rely on SIMCOM to answer questions of fact.

Incident Commander – May do one or more 360 size-ups of the incident but will exercise command and control of the incident..  Rely on SIMCOM to answer questions of fact.
DIV/GRP Supervisors – Respond to Command appropriately and supervise companies within department standards. Rely on SIMCOM to answer questions of fact.

Company Officers – Respond to Command appropriately and supervise company within department standards.  Rely on SIMCOM to answer questions fact.
Evaluators – Evaluate AIC Captains performance based on performance dimensions.

Communications
Must use standard radios.  Tach 2 will function as dispatch frequency.  All tactical channels are available for use.

Situation Status
Time – Current
Weather – Current

Wind – Very light from the North, slight inversion.
Scene – A tractor trailer has been struck by a slow moving train at a railroad crossing.  The tractor and trailer are on their sides.  The train has come to a halt about 300’ past the intersection and is leaking diesel from a 1,000 gallon saddle tank at a rate of 2 gallons per hour.  No cars have derailed.
Occupants – The tractor’s driver has self extricated and is found lying with one arm in a puddle of the liquid leaking from the trailer.  Train engineer and conductor are located at the engine.
Fire/Smoke – None.
Exposures – Train has derailed near occupied structures. Rail cars near the intersection are carrying 30,000 gallons of liquid propane gas.  Police have blocked off the intersection on the opposite side of the incident from the location of the tractor trailer.
Hazards – Tractor trailer is carrying 3500 gallons of:

a. epichlorohydrin (UN 2023) or
b. sulfuric acid (UN 1830) or

c. hydrofluoric acid (UN 1786) or

d. Hypochlorite solution (UN 1791)

Incident Progression

Dispatcher Information

Tones out  412, 421, 471 (standard RF&R Haz-Mat response) to the intersection of C Ave. and 2nd St for a motor vehicle crash, train vs. truck.
Updates 421 while responding with a report of a tractor trailer that has been struck by a train, unknown injuries.

Tones out 4PC on dispatch channel (if requested).
Dispatches mutual aid as single units, teams or task forces as requested.

Contacts utilities, contractors, etc. as requested.
Time Of Call (TOC)
A tractor trailer has been struck by a slow moving railroad engine at an intersection.  The tractor and trailer are on their sides.  The trailer is marked with UN #2023 on the back and sides.
Station 4 will arrive approximately 6 minutes after they are requested.

Station 2 will arrive approximately 6 minutes after they are requested.

TOC+1

412 reports he is having mechanical problems and will be delayed.
TOC+2
421 & 471 arrive on scene.

Police have blocked off the street at 1st and “B” Way.
The trailer has a slow leak of liquid into a pool near the trailer.  A male who appears unconscious with one arm in the leaking product can be seen near the trailer.
4PC staff will call the IC and ask what apparatus he/she wants 15 minutes after the 4PC is toned out.  Requested units will arrive on scene 5 minutes later.

All mutual aid units will arrive approximately 25 to 35 minutes from time of request depending on unit’s home station.
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
